






































"Burnt-over” Territory

TN THE pioneer days of our church a community

A where several revival efforts had been put on
without success was known as “burnt-over”
territory. As a young minister, I was slated to
¢o to such a town.

When the district superintendent learned about
it, he advised me not to go to this “burnt-over”
territory. He said, “Our best evangelists have
been there and have failed, and I conducted three
meetings there, all of which were failures.”

God was leading, and I thought, God does not
recognize “burnt-over” territory, and in the place
of its being “burnt-over” territory, it is “burnt-
out” faith,

We opened on a Wednesday night with the
tent filled. Our organist was an unsaved, danc-
ing school teacher, daughter of a minister. We
were criticized for using her, but in those days
we used anybody who was usable. Dr. Godbey
said, “If the devil is going your way, ride him
as far as he goes.” We were doing that very
thing. It was use that woman or have no music.

Saturday came with no visible results. I was
in the woods praying, and the devil came up and
said, “Did not the district superintendent tell
you not to come, for this is ‘burnt-over’ territory,
and don’t you see that you are failing?” I said.
“Yes, the superintendent said that; but I am not
failing, and God is going to give us a revival.” I
prayed through and returned to the village feeling
that victory was in the air.

But as I arrived in the village, I met the mer-
chant who was sponsoring the revival. He said,
“Brother Hooker, is not this the most terrible
battle that you ever have fought?” I said, “Yes,
but God is equal to the situation, and He is going
to give us a break.” But what the man said pulled
down a cloud around me, and I had to go back to
the woods and pray through again.

Sunday night following that, God was much
in the message. I called for an altar song, and as
the fingers of the organist touched the keys she
screamed and threw up her hands and ran to
the altar. More than forty young people from the
congregation followed her, and all prayed through
to glorious victory. For a full week we had one
sweep of victory after another. On the last Sun-
day morning the service began at ten o’clock and
continued until three-thirty in the afternoon.

A man who had driven several miles to be in
that service testified. “My wife got sanctified fif-
teen years ago, and since then I have almost
lived with an angel. T have been a constant seeker
for this blessing during these years, and it looks
like I can’t get it, and I am so hungry.” I re-
plied, “Brother, you almost have the blessing
now, and do not know it.”

I preached that morning on sanctification, and
when I gave the altar call that man made a plunge

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toward the altar, face down, his head going under
the altar. In a few minutes the fire struck him,
and he got up and rode the shoulders of the men,
and before he knew what he was doing he was
halfway up the tent pole.

The altar fililed and cleared three times during
that service, and we organized a church with
twenty-two members, and raised enough money
to buy real estate and to erect a building. Today
we have a beautiful brick church there, and a
well-organized church going full blast. This was
“burnt-over” territory.

Behold What God Hath Wrought

T was back in October of 1909, at the Chicago

Central District Assembly, held at Canton, II-
linois, that the district superintendent, Rev T. H
Agnew, was reporting; and I quote:

“My small district was considerably reduced
last year by cutting off all the Southern states,
leaving me only Indiana, Illinois, Iowa, Nebraska,
Wisconsin and Michigan. . . . There should be at
least three new districts in this territory.”

Now, praise God, and thanks to a great com-
pany of Spirit-filled laymen and hard-working,
sacrificing, holiness preachers, we have twelve
districts. At that assembly (in 1909) the secretary
reported seventeen churches, and $110.00 raised
for the district superintendent. Four of these
churches were in Indiana.

The following April (1910) we took our first
pastorate, at Seymour, Indiana, which was filled
with interesting and blessed service. We can't de-
scribe our feelings as Dr. P. ¥. Bresee received
us into the Church of the Nazarene at the Chicago
assembly that year. As we united with a young
church, we heard its founder and leader, in his
first message, saying: “Get the glory down,” “Pray
the heavens open,” “Pray the glory down.” He
seemed to be speaking directly to me, “Young
man, go out beneath the stars and hew out a king
dom of your own, and kindle a fire that will reach
to the heavens, and spread all over the com
munity.”

Something happened to me in that service—a
passion for souls, a vision for service, a spiritual
program, a growing church filled with the Holy
Ghost carrying the gospel to the lost of earth,
gripped my soul. I have never gotten over it.

The assembly over, the train slipped across In-
diana, carrying me back to Seymour to my young
wife and baby and the open door of service, On
that train I kept praying, “Lord, help me to build
according to the pattern I received from the found-
er of our church, and my first assembly.” Forty-
two years later I write, “I have not been dis
obedient to the heavenly vision.”

Forty years ago—we spent most of 1912 pioneer-
ing on the Chicago Central District. The states

Easter to Pentecost

THE PERIOD between the first Easter
and the Day of Pentecost was a
dermant time for the Church. It
should not he so today. We have the
perspective of twenty centuries, a
complete New Testament, the heritage
of the Church, and the presence of
the Holy Spirit.

We have just completed a six weeks’
climb in our Sunday schools. We
have had the pre-Easter emphasis on
rcaching new people and visitation,
leading up to a great rally day on
Easter Sunday. But if we do not have
some goals and purposes in view, we
are likely to enter a post-Easter
slump.

We recognize Pentecost as the birth-
day of the Christian Church and the
first outpouring of the Holy Spirit as
Christ had promised. In every Church
of the Nazarene Pentecost Sunday
should be one of the great days of
the church year, along with Christ-
mas and Easter. Perhaps the dominant
note in our church planning for the
Easter-to-Pentecost period should bhe
conservation, and we are suggesting
some of the ways by which we can
conserve our gains.

1. Assimilation. Increased attend-
ance during the six weeks climb
means new people in the church. and

should mean some new members.
Special classes for all new members
received since the first of the year
will help to establish them in an un-
derstanding of the doctrines and op-
erations of the church. Strong
pastoral messages on Christian nur-
ture will build them in the faith. En-
listing church members to “adopt” one
of the new families will help to build
their friendships within the church
group.

2. Enlistment. We must do more
than get people to join the church
They necd to be provided with a place
of service if they are to gain strength
as Christians and be satisfied in their
new relationships. The best way to do
this is immediately to enlist the new
Christians in forms of Christian ser-
vice. Friendship visitation is one form
of service that will help them and in-
terest them. Get the new Christians
to go out after others, calling on se-
lected prospects from the Church Re-
sponsibility List. They will become
enthusiastic and loyal in the support
of the church.

3. Holiness preaching. Between
Easter and Pentecost every pastor
should bring several messages on holi-
ness, the cardinal doctrine of the Bi-
ble and of the Church of the Naza-
rene. Distribute holiness literature
and in every way help every Naza-



rene to understand {ully the experi-
ence of sanctification and the life of
holiness. Several altar calls specif-
ically for sanctification should be
made, as well as dealing with people
in their homes. Pastors interested in
further helps for the Easter-to-Pente-
cost program may write to the De-
partment of Home Missions and
Evangelism.

New Churches

In South Africa

From the beginnings of our work in
South Africa, we have prayed for an
opening in Johanneshurg, South Afri-
ca’s largest city, and the financial and
gold-mining center of the country.
Nearly one-half of the white popula-
tion of South Africa live in Johannes-
burg and its environs within fifty
miles. Several months ago the Church
of the Nazarene was approached by
the Regents Park People’s Mission of
Johannesburg. This group has been an
interdenominational holiness move-
ment and has maintained a clear wit-
ness to the doctrine and experience
of entire sanctification for many years.
Fellowing several meetings with them,
the Mission voted to unite with the
Church of the Nazarene.

A church was organized on Satur-
day afternoon, February 16, by Dis-
trict  Superintendent Charles H.
Strickland. Present were most of our
Nazarene pastors and people from
various churches, as well as Nazarene
missionaries serving this area of our
church. A revival meeting was begun
in the evening by the distriet superin-
tendent, which has greatly strength-
ened the work and added many new
friends and contacts to the new
church. Almost every night a num-
ber of people sought the Lord for par-
don, restoration, or sanctification.

Rev. and Mrs. T. H. M. Barron, who
have been serving the church for a
little over a year, united with their
people, and have become now full-
time pastors of the new work. They
are both well trained and have a good
experience of holiness. Brother and
Sister Barron are a splendid addition
to the Nazarene preaching staff in our
new district.

Twenty-three full members have
been received. The property, valued
at about $16,000.00 and free from debt,
has been deeded to the Church of the
the Nazarene. With this splendid start
in the city of Johannesburg proper, we
anticipate that the work of our church
will grow and spread to other parts of
the city.

Several months ago a splendid
young Afrikaans minister and his wife,
Rev. and Mrs. J. J. Coetzee, applied
for membership in the Church of the
Nazarene. Both had worked with the
Africa Evangelistic Band for a num-
ber of years, and had also been pas-

tors in another denomination. God
called them into the ministry of the
Church of the Nazarene to preach
holiness. Following the acceptance of
their applications, the District Ad-
visory Board appointed them to open
work at Vryburg in the Northern
Cape Province.

Vryburg is the center of a thriving
farming section. These young people
hegan holding scrvices, visiting from
house to house, and witnessing to the
wonder{ul experience of holiness. Fol-
lowing our second tent revival, a
church was organized with seven
members on Sunday, February 17.

These new people have a real vision
and burden for their people, and the
new church has won a host of {riends.

Services are being conducted at
present in the town hall. Arrange-
ments have been made to purchase a
parsonage this year which can serve
as both parsonage and chapel until a
more permanent place of worship can
be erccted.

Fifteen new churches have been or-
ganized in South Africa, all during
this quadrennium. Pray for Brother
and Sister Strickland and the pastors
and Nazarenes in our South Africa
District.

THE QUESTION BOX
Conducted by Stephen S. White

Q. Should a Christian remain with
a companion if they have scriptural
grounds for a divorce?

A. Tt is a terrible thing to be un-
true to one’s marriage vow, and at
first thought I might be inclined to
answer your gquestion, “No.” Cer-
tainly no one should be excused for
this sin. On the other hand, it is a
terrible thing to break up a home. I
still believe in a marriage which holds
good until death—in spite of the pop-
ularity of divorce in some quarters.
Besides, there are a lot of factors
which enter into breaking up a home.
Where there are children it is al-
most sure to mean disaster for them
—feor their sake it is best to keep one'’s
home together at almost any cost.
Again, there have been those who
have stayed with the untrue com-
panion and they have been glad later
that they did. The companion ceased
to be disloyal, and sometimes has
been brought to God and upright liv-
ing. I surely could nct give a definite
negative answer to your question. No
doubt the Bible gives you a right to a
divorce under such circumstances, but
it nowhere teaches that a divorce must
be obtained under such circumstances.

Q. Why is it more difficedt for most
people to believe that it is possible for
the carnal mind to be eradicated than
for a sinner to be born again?

A. I am not sure that this is true of
most people, although it undoubtedly
is true of some. Since it is true of at
least some, I would say that one rea-
son is that the second blessing de-
mands an all-out consecration, and as
a rule people do not like to make
such a complete consecration. In ad-
dition, the devil does not want any-
one to place everything on the altar of
God. Thus the sin-nature, or the
carnal mind, and the devil unite in
trying to prevent the Christian from

believing that the sin principle within
can be cradicated. Another reason
why it is difficult for some to believe
that the carnal mind can be eradi-
cated is the low standard of living
manifested by some who profess to be
sanctified wholly. Nevertheless, we
must remember that there are those
who claim to be saved, or born again,
who do not live as they should in their
daily living. Therefore, we must not
let the old man of sin within the
heart, and the devil, deceive us and
make us believe that sin cannot be
eradicated. Through the blood of
Jesus Christ and the work of the
Holy Spirit in the heart of the Chris-
tian, God is able to eradicate inbred
sin, or the fallen nature, with which
every member of Adam’s lost race
is born.

Q. When will the Holy Spirit begin
to abide in a persecn’s heart? Does
the Holy Spirit come only in part
when a person is saved, and then
Jully when a person is sanctified whol-
ly?

A. Confusion on the part of many
in connection with your question is
due to the fact that we are material,
spatial creatures and talk and think
in terms of the same. God exists, or is
real, but He is not made of matter
and, thercfore, spatial. “God is a
Spirit: and they that worship him
must worship him in spirit and in
truth” (John 4:24). As Spirit, God
deals with us as spirits and not as
bodies. The relation between God and
yeu is a relation of persons, or spirits,
or wills.

God is everywherc-—He is omnipres-
ent. Even the hardened sinner gets
his breath from God moment by mo-
ment, and thus God is with the sin-
ner in one sense. Daniel says of the
wicked king: “And the God in whose
hand thy breath is, and whose are all
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thy ways, hast thou not glorified”
(Dan. 5:23). Paul in his sermon on
Mars’ Hill in Athens gives voice to es-
sentially the same truth when he de-
clares, “In him we live, and move,
and have our being” (Acts 17:28).
Here Paul is not just talking about
Christians, as the reader of these words
can readily conclude if he will ex-
amine the context of this statement.
Yes, God is present with the hard-
ened sinner, to some extent.

Then, God is with the sinner in an-
other way when He convicts him of
sin, righteousness, and judgment. In
this case, God’s Spirit is truly mov-
ing on man’s spirit. There is also the
dealing of God with the sinner when

He saves him. This is another kind of
God’s presence with man. The cli-
mactic form of God’s presence with
man is when He gives the Christian
tlie second blessing, or entire sanc-
tification. In this case,- God's will
comes into complete sway over man’s
will. This is a spiritual, moral, or
ethical relationship, and not in the
strictest sense material, or spatial.
Now back to your questions. If you
mean by “begin to abide in a person’s
heart” what I believe most people in
the holiness movement would mean
by those words, it would be best to
think of them as describing entire
sanctification. The Spirit comes to
ahide when He comes to have undis-

puted control of the Christian’s lile
and not when He comes in to save or
regenerate. In both cases He is pres-
ent with man, but we usually think of
the abiding of His presence as re-
ferring to entire sanctification. This
really answers your second question
also. The Holy Spirit comes into the
heart in part when a man is saved;
that is, His rule is set up there but it
is not undisputed. The Holy Spirit is
present but He has a rival in the
heart. When the saved person is sanc-
tified wholly, the Holy Spirit comes in
fully; that is, He no longer has a rival
in the heart, His rule is undisputed
in the heart. He is present in His
fullness.

GoLpEN TEexT: Thou shalt have no
other gods before me. Thou shalt
not make unto thee any graven im-

age (Exodus 20:3-4).

It may be helpful if we combine
part of today’s Golden Text with
John 4:23, “Thou shalt not make unto
thee any graven image . . . [for] the
true worshippers shall worship the
Father in spirit and in truth.”

Oh, how easy it seems to be for us
to replace spiritual worship with sym-
bolic worship. We humans like to
have visible gods, or at least visible
symbols for God. That was the pit-
fall into which the Israelites fell in
the wilderness when they demanded
f Aaron, “Make us gods.” Paganism
has persisted through the centuries,
aithough much of it is much more re-
fined than calf-worship. When our
worship services lean heavily on sym-
bolism—when liturgies and candles
and ornate altars seem indispensable
to people—then beware, spiritual wor-
ship is already largely gone.

And even we who espouse what we
call a nonliturgical form of worship
rmust always be on guard. It is one
thing to have a beautiful sanctuary,
but simplicity of design and appoint-
ments must be insisted upon or we
can become victims of the old heresy
of “beauty for bheauty’s sake.” It is
proper to have an atmosphere con-
ducive to worship, but it is not proper
to have objects competing with God
for worship. Any attempt to draw
worship directly toward physical sym-
hols is a violation of the command-
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ment of God, and it has always
incurred the terrible wrath of God.

This whole business of avoiding
symbolic worship is slippery and sub-
tle. Take the Cross for an illustration.
It was God’s means for bringing re-
demption to earth, and as such is the
focal point for the longings of
the heart. But the Cross was just the
means of redemption; it was never

in itself a sacred thing, and does not
deserve worship. But a sort of cross-
worshiping cult has sprung up. Little
gold crosses hang around the necks or
are pinned to the clothing of people
who live like the devil. God must be
highly insulted to see the cross in
such bad company. These deep-dyed
worldlings seem to think they have
a semblance of Christian virtue just
because they display the cross, even
though their lives openly flaunt the
teachings of the Christ of the cross.

Yes, we still need to stand on guard,
and individually see to it that we are
spiritual worshipers and not merely
symbolic worshipers.

Religious News and Comments
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pLANS for one of the largest gath-
erings of prchibitionists in a quar-
ter century have been revealed. The
National Prohibition Conference and
the National Prohibitionist Youth
Convention will be held at Winona
Lake, Indiana, from June 24 to June
29. On June 26 the staff of the Na-
tional Prohibitionist publication will
present an award to the person who
is judged to have made the most sig~
nificant contribution to the cause of
temperance and prohibition during the
preceding twelve months. Readers of
the National Prohibitionist will make
nominations from which final selec-
tions will be made. Several well-
known prohibition leaders will speak
during these days.

A depressing state of affairs in the
operation of many Negro churches was
revealed by a survey of 570 of these
from various denominations in the

United States. Almost half of those
investigated were decreasing in mem-
bership. A considerable proportion
were either short of songbooks or
had none. Pastors who came under
the scrutiny of the survey were poor-
ly educated; nearly half had no
schooling beyond the eighth grade and
over half had no education beyond
high school. Above three-fourths of
the pastors needed additional work
besides their income from preaching
to support their families, and as a con-
sequence were unable to give full at-
tention to their duties. Almost half of
the families noted in the survey had
no pastoral visit in a year’s time.

The Church of the Nazarene has
recognized her responsibility to help
alieviate such conditions, and through
educational and promoticnal work is
trying to produce a trained Negro
ministry and growing churches. Prot-
estants need to do much more, for
