Bethlehem Is Unforgettable!

Let us now go even unto Bethlehem, and see this 
thing which is come to pass, which the Lord hath 

made known unto us.
(Luke 2:15)

Le t  u s  think first of the late Adolph Hitler, the 
Nazi leader and dictator of Germany, and 

diabolical militarist and atrocious leader of World 
War II. If he has a grave, he probably is turning 
over in it today. His birthplace is occupied jointly 
now by American counter-intelligence agents and 
a school of tailors. This Austrian painter was born 
at Branhau, Austria. The white stone, three-story 
building, just outside the archway entrance to the 
city’s main square, was a national shrine as long 
as the Nazis were in power.

The big first floor, which used to be a winehouse 
where Adolph’s father often drank until he be­
came inebriated, later became a Nazi reading 
room. It now serves as an office for counter­
intelligence agents— the only Americans in town— 
and a few trustworthy Austrian assistants.

The old Shickelgruber (Hitler’s real name) 
apartment, two flights up, now is a school for 
tailors. The room where Adolph was born has 
almost lost its identity because the apprentice 
tailors pulled out the partition to make a larger 
classroom. What is left is filled with huge flat­
irons, ironing boards, and worthless things.

Many British, French, and Americans visited 
Adolph’s birthplace after the war just to see 
where the man with the little mustache and big 
(?) ideas came from. And Himmler, head of the 
Gestapo, is buried in an unknown grave awaiting 
the final resurrection.

Now the major tourist attraction is the chapel 
in Oberndorf, twenty miles south, where “ Silent 
night! Holy night!” first was sung.

But we quickly turn from these fiendish char­
acters to the holy Babe of Bethlehem. Branhau is 
almost forgotten, but the whole wide world has 
heard of Bethlehem. Bethlehem means “ the house 
of bread.” What a fitting name for the birthplace 
of Christ!

I knew a man who had been a lifelong drunkard 
until one glad day he found the Saviour. A  skep­
tic, after his conversion, asked him this question:
“Do you believe Jesus turned water into wine?”
He replied: “ I’ll tell you what I do believe and 
know. He turned beer into bread in our home 
last week.” The infidel was confounded.

The message of the holy Babe is the message of 
good tidings. “ Behold, I bring you good tidings 
of great joy.” The law demanded justice, “An 
eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth” ; but Christ

brought grace, love, salvation, and glorious de­
liverance from all sin.

John Knox returned from continental Europe 
to his native Scotland. This mighty Scotch re­
former and champion of the Protestant faith had 
been a galley slave of Rome for many months. 
Runners afoot heralded the glad news of his re­
turning. “ Knox has come, Knox has come,” they 
shouted. Their illustrious, dynamic champion of 
religious freedom brought joy to the noble Scotch 
people and the whole nation. Why? He brought 
the holy Babe with him.

This Babe of the manger has good news for all 
the world. The angel said to Temple shepherds 
watching over their flocks by night on Judea’s 
hillsides and vales: “Fear not: for, behold, I 
bring you good tidings of great joy, which shall 
be to all people.”

Inspired by a 
song which rang in his soul, Pastor Brooks took 
from his pocket a notebook in which he scribbled 
thoughts that later became the beautiful Christ­
mas carol:

But Phillips Brooks is not the first pilgrim to 
Bethlehem with a song in his heart. Nearly two 
millenniums ago there was a group of good shep­
herds whose duty it was to care for the Temple 
sheep. These sheep were unusual, without spot 
or blemish and corralled in a rich grazing area 
between Jerusalem and Bethlehem. At night the 
shepherds watched the fire at the mouth of a 
natural cave where the sheep were bedded down
'Flint, Mich.

It must have frightened them—perhaps they 
thought the fire was playing tricks on their eyes— 
when suddenly “ the angel of the Lord came upon 
them, and the glory of the Lord shone round 
about them.” As his Christmas message was fin­
ished, the angel visitor was joined by a choir of 
heavenly hosts, who said: “ Glory to God in the 
highest, and on earth peace, good will toward 
men.”

The world waited for George Frederick Handel 
to set these words to music in his inspired Messiah, 
but the “ Song of the Angels” rang in the heart 
of each humble shepherd who made his way to 
Bethlehem’s stable that first Christmas.

So m e  m o n t h s  ago it was my privilege to take

Then too, Satan and his cohorts 
did not placidly accept the implications of this 
great event.

The Christmas story excites the whole chro­
matic scale of human emotions: the fear and 
courage of Mary; the doubt and trust of Joseph; 
the great joy of the shepherds, their awe, their 
praises; the hate, envy, and fear of Herod. The 
heavens were stirred as the stars sang together 
so harmoniously that wise astronomers were led 
to the Christmas town with their gifts of adora­
tion.

law of the Lord, Every male that openeth the 
womb shall be called holy to the Lord” (Luke

THE CH RISTM AS SPIRIT

Th e r e  i s  a shallow view of the observance of 
Christmas that leads many to regard it as 

principally a matter of generous giving. If they 
are generous with their gifts they feel that they 
have exhibited the true Christmas spirit. To give 
lavishly to one’s children and have little concern 
for the many needy children in this troubled world 
is not to show the Christmas spirit.

Arriving there, 
he was taking out his coin purse to pay his fare 
when the taxi driver said, with a note of genuine 
sympathy, ‘I don’t want your money, Brother; 
you’ll be needing it. . . .  ’ and drove down the 
avenue.

“ And that Japanese Christian walked up the 
steps to his door with a lighter heart than he had 
when he left his church a few minutes earlier.”

Studies in the Epistle to the Colossians: 

VI. Paul's Creed of Christ's Pre-eminence 

By H. Orton W iley*

Th i s  s e c t i o n  of the Epistle (1:15-20) has been 
called Paul’s “ Creed of Christ’s Pre-emi­

nence.” As such it is of the greatest importance 
for Christian doctrine, and furnishes the ground­
work of Christology, both as to His person and 
His work. It would seem that no one could read 
these verses without seeing in St. Paul an adoring 
theologian, dearly in love with his Lord and writ­
ing these verses to glorify Him as the Son of God. 
In so doing he considers Him in relation both to 
creation and to man. It were well, too, if we 
might catch something of the Apostle’s insight 
into the significance and grandeur of Christ as 
the Author, not only of our physical life, but also 
of life eternal through grace.

There are three words which stand out promi­
nently in these verses: (1) the word eikon or
“ image” ; (2) the word prototokos or “ firstborn,” 
which is used twice, once as “ the firstborn of 
every creature,” and again as “ the firstborn from 
the dead.” The first has reference to Christ as 
the eternal Son, the second to the resurrected 
Christ. (3) The third word which has reference 
to the ultimate work of Christ is apokatallazai, 
which means to reconcile, and is used here as in 
Ephesians, to include all things in heaven and in 
earth.

The eikon or image. “ Who is the image of the 
invisible God, the firstborn of every creature” 
(1:15). We may think of an image under three 
different aspects: (1) a likeness in which one
object resembles another; (2) a representation, 
which may not in some sense be perfect, as “man

was made in the image of God.” Then there is 
(3) the idea of an image as a manifestation. A  
common illustration of an eikon is the reflection 
of the sun in a pool of water. There could be no 
image without the sun itself. It may be a likeness, 
and it may be representative, but only as it is a 
manifestation is it a true eikon or image. Bear in 
mind then that a copy of a thing is not an eikon, 
but the thing manifesting itself, and only in 
thought can the manifestation be separated from 
the thing itself. It is in this sense that Christ is 
the image of God.

The image of the invisible God. St. Paul states 
that Christ is “ the image of the invisible God.” 
Dr. Adam Clarke in commenting on this verse 
says that if the incarnate Christ is “ the image of 
the invisible God,” consequently nothing that ap­
peared in Him could be that image; for if it could 
be visible in the Son, it could also be visible in 
the Father; but if the Father be invisible, con­
sequently His image in the Son must be invisible 
also— that is, that form of God of which He 
divested himself; the ineffable glory in which He 
not only did not appear, as to its splendor and ac­
companiments, but concealed also its essential 
nature; that inaccessible light which no man, no 
created being, can possibly see. This was that 
divine nature, the fullness of the Godhead bodily, 
which dwelt in Him (cf. Col. 1:15). That it was 
this ineffable glory that He emptied himself of 
in becoming man is clearly shown in His high 
priestly prayer, “And now, O Father, glorify thou 
me with thine own self with the glory which I 
had with thee before the world was” (John 17:5). 
In becoming man He did not cease to be God 
the Son; and even during the Incarnation, in 
which He declared the invisible God, He was still 
“ in the bosom of the Father” (John 1:18).

Christ was the manifestation of God in human 
nature. He was the true eikon or image of God. 
“The word was made flesh, and dwelt among us.” 
The parenthetical expression, “ And we beheld 
his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the 
Father,” doubtless refers to the Transfiguration, 
although our Lord did manifest the glory to the 
extent of the limitations of human nature, but 
not that fullness or ineffable glory which no man 
can approach unto. Our Lord was as truly human 
as divine. His life was no Docetic appearance or 
extended theophany. The apostles and early dis­
ciples never forgot the historical life and death 
of Jesus; and so much is written about it in the 
Epistles that scholars have said that a tolerable 
life of the Master could be constructed from them, 
should the Gospels be destroyed. Yet without 
effort or strain, those early disciples deal with 
Him as Lord of heaven and earth, as is done in 
the remaining verses of this Pauline creed. There 
is no way of accounting for this but the fact that 
He was the Word of God incarnate, the eternal 
Son of the eternal Father, begotten from ever­
lasting, very God and very man. We shall show

later that the early disciples held that the Logos 
or Word bore the same relation to creation, as 
the Logos incarnate did in Christ as the Head of 
the Church.

C A N  G O D ?

Social Security for Ministers
Our current correspondence indicates that 

there are a few  points that need to be re­
emphasized:

One—To join Social Security as a minister 
two things are necessary:

First, one should obtain a Social Security 
card from his local Social Security board if 
he does not have one. If he has ever held 
a Social Security card, he will use the same 
card. If it has been lost, a duplicate will be 
issued.

Second, having obtained a Social Security 
card, he should fill out the “ waiver”  and 
send it to the Collector of Internal Revenue. 
A  minister does not enter Social Security 
as a minister by securing a Social Security 
card. He must sign and deliver the “ waiver” 
also. A  copy of the “ waiver” has been 
mailed to each of our elders and licensed 
ministers by our office. If misplaced, we will 
send another upon request.

The “ waiver” should be sent to the Col­
lector of Internal Revenue NOW. To all

qualifying ministers, a free group insurance 
certificate will be issued by us.

Two— A  minister who has Social Security 
credits accumulated from years of secular 
employment will not lose any earned bene­
fits by joining Social Security as a minister. 
On the other hand, if he is eligible to join 
as a minister and does not, he may lose much 
of the retirement benefit which he has al­
ready accumulated.

If there is uncertainty at this point, one 
should check his case with the local Social 
Security board before it is too late.

T h r e e —Any minister who may join Social 
Security in 1955 but who waits until 1956 
is placing himself at a great disadvantage by 
so doing. The four special drop-out years 
given by the government to ministers join­
ing in 1955 will not be given to those who 
join as of 1956.

If he does not begin to participate in Social 
Security as of 1956, he will be forever ex­
cluded.

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Editorials
A Baby IS Born!

No o t h e r  e v e n t  which takes place on this globe 
can compare with the birth of a baby. A  

new life begins which will never end. I’ve 
watched a sunset, the rising of a full-orbed moon. 
I ’ve seen a terrible hurricane snap off mighty 
giants of the forest. I’ve lain awake at night while 
an awe-inspiring electrical storm flashed almost 
continuously. I’ve read of the inauguration of a 
president, the passing of some important piece 
of legislation, the declaration of a war. Life has 
been full of interesting events; some have been 
appalling and others thrilling. Nevertheless, I 
still say that nothing else ever happens in this 
world that can equal in significance the birth of 
a child, a creature that has an immortal soul, 
something within that will never cease to exist. 
When the word goes out, “ A  baby is born,” it is 
a word which cannot help but get attention from 
those who hear it.

Such an event brings before us the mystery of 
procreation, a power conferred upon human 
beings which enables them to start another human 
being on an endless journey.

But my purpose is not to discuss the birth of a 
baby; it is to emphasize the coming of Jesus 
Christ into the world. It is His birthday that I am 
concerned with now. Twenty centuries ago a 
Baby was born, and this Baby was destined to 
change the course of history as no other baby 
ever has. To whom was this Baby bom ?  Who 
were His ancestors? God’s chosen people; es­
pecially the tribe of Judah, the house of David. 
He was a descendant of King David, and had 
royal blood flowing in His veins. In particular, 
He was born to Mary, who had already had in­
timations that this was to be no ordinary Child. 
Here is the story:

“And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was 
sent from God unto a city of Galilee, named 
Nazareth, to a virgin espoused to a man whose 
name was Joseph, of the house of David; and 
the virgin’s name was Mary. And the angel came 
in unto her, and said, Hail thou that art highly 
favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou 
among women. And when she saw him, she was 
troubled at his saying, and cast in her mind what 
maimer of salutation this should be. And the 
angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou 
hast found favour with God. And, behold, thou 
shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a 
son, and shalt call his name JESUS. He shall be 
great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: 
and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne 
of his father David: and he shall reign over the 
house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there 
shall be no end. Then said Mary unto the angel, 
How shall this be, seeing I know not a man? 
And the angel answered and said unto her, The 
Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power 
of the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore 
also that holy thing which shall be born of thee 
shall be called the Son of God. And, behold, thy

cousin Elisabeth, she hath also conceived a son 
in her old age: and this is the sixth month with 
her, who was called barren. For with God noth­
ing shall be impossible. And Mary said, Behold 
the handmaid of the Lord; be it unto me accord­
ing to thy word. And the angel departed from 
her” (Luke 1:26-38).

Thus to Mary had come the honor of becoming 
the mother of the promised Messiah, the Son of 
God. It was the glorious privilege which every 
Jewish maiden hoped might fall to her lot.

This Child was divine as well as human. He 
was conceived by the Holy Ghost, the third Per­
son of the Trinity. Thus God was His Father. 
This part of the story is emphasized in Matthew’s 
Gospel:

“Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this 
wise: When as his mother Mary was espoused to 
Joseph, before they came together, she was found 
with child of the Holy Ghost. Then Joseph her 
husband, being a just man, and not willing to 
make her a publick example, was minded to put 
her away privily. But while he thought on these 
things, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared 
unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of 
David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: 
for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy 
Ghost. And she shall bring forth a son, and thou 
shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his 
people from their sins. Now all this was done, 
that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the 
Lord by the prophet, saying, Behold, a virgin 
shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, 
and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which 
being interpreted is, God with us. Then Joseph 
being raised from sleep did as the angel of the 
Lord had bidden him, and took unto him his wife: 
and knew her not till she had brought forth her 
firstborn son: and he called his name JESUS” 
(1:18-25).

W here was this Child bom ?  Not in some world- 
famous city, palace, or with any publicity from 
those who were in authority. He was born in a 
stable, in Bethlehem, the city of David. There 
Joseph and Mary had gone for a census which 
had been ordered. But the town was so crowded 
with people that there was no room in the inn 
for them. The only lodging they could find was 
in a stable. This was their resting place after a 
long and wearisome journey. Nobody gave any 
reception for them; they were ignored, and had 
to make the best of what they could get. Yes, the
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Baby Jesus was born in a barn in Bethlehem of 
Judaea.

When was this Baby bom ? The usual answer 
is, “Two thousand years ago.” That is approxi­
mately correct. However, it’s a little difficult to 
fix the exact date of His birth because a new way 
of measuring time began with Him—He started a 
new era. Men now reckon their history by stating 
that a thing happened so many years “ before 
Christ,” or so many years “ after Christ”— b .c .  or
A.D.

Why was this Baby bom ? We find the answer 
in Matt. 1:21: “And she shall bring forth a son, 
and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall 
save his people from their sins.”  This Baby was 
to grow into a Person who would through His 
death on the cross make it possible for all men 
to come back to God. “A ll have sinned, and come 
short of the glory of God.” And, because of this, 
everlasting death threatened the whole human 
family. But Jesus Christ, Son of God and Son 
of Man, came into the world to save sinners. A  
Child is born!

III. The Key Promise

Ge n e r a l  Superintendent Benner had a front­
page article on “ The Promise of My Father” 

in the H e r a l d  o f  H o l i n e s s  for June 16. He began 
with this paragraph:

“ ‘The promise of my Father’— what a beautiful 
phrase! This special token of the love of our 
Heavenly Father, this climax of God’s redemptive 
provision for this life, is the blessed Holy Spirit, 
coming to cleanse the nature, and abide in the 
heart, of the Christian believer.”

“The promise of my Father” is a beautiful 
phrase. It comes from the lips of Jesus in Luke 
24:49: “ And, behold, I send the promise of my 
Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jeru­
salem, until ye be endued with power from on 
high.” There is enough in these words to thrill 
the heart of every child of God. Pentecost, or the 
baptism with the Holy Ghost, is the Father’s spe­
cial promise to His children.

As I grew up, my father’s work took him away 
from home a great deal. He was stem and a 
hard worker. He gladly provided food, raiment, 
and shelter for his family. It was significant when 
he promised to bring one of us children something 
that we wanted, an extra gift; it was his special 
promise to us. So, I say again, this is God the 
Father’s special promise to His children.

In Acts 1:4 we have this good news presented 
in a slightly different way. In speaking of Jesus, 
Luke says: “ And, being assembled together with 
them, commanded them that they should not de­
part from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of 
the Father, which, saith he, ye have heard of me.” 
The promise of God the Father which He had 
given earlier is renewed here. The same thought, 
no doubt, was in Jesus’ mind when He said in 
John 14:16-17: “ And I will pray the Father, and 
he shall give you another Comforter, that he may 
abide with you for ever; even the Spirit of truth; 
whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth 
him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; 
for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.” 

Again, He says in verse 26 of that same chapter, 
“ But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, 
whom the Father will send in my name, he shall 
teach you all things, and bring all things to your 
remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.”
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The Father will send Him in Jesus’ name. In 
the next chapter of John’s Gospel, in verse 26, 
Jesus is telling His disciples this same truth, in 
a little different form: “ But when the Comforter 
is come, whom I will send unto you from the 
Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth 
from the Father, he shall testify of me.”

The baptism with the Holy Ghost was especially 
promised to the disciples by God the Father. We 
have this more than once on the authority of 
Jesus’ own words. Turn with me now to Luke 
11:5-13, where Jesus closes a lesson on persever­
ing in prayer with these words: “ And I say unto 
you, Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye 
shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you. 
For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that 
seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall 
be opened.” Then He goes on to talk about how 
ready an earthly father is to give good things 
to his son; and from that He climaxes with the 
truth that our Heavenly Father is more willing 
to give the Holy Spirit to them that ask Him 
than an earthly father is to give good things to 
his child. His final words in this message are: 
“ If ye then, being evil [human], know how to 
give good gifts unto your children: how much 
more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy 
Spirit to them that ask him?”  Once more we 
have the Heavenly Father standing out as the

Giver of the Holy Ghost. The baptism with the 
Holy Ghost, in all of His fullness, was especially 
promised to Christians by God the Father.

This truth was also taught after the Holy Ghost 
had been poured out at Pentecost. In Acts 2:33 
we have these words: “ Therefore being by the 
right hand of God exalted, and having received 
of the Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, he 
hath shed forth this, which ye now see and hear.” 
And, in verse 39 of the same chapter, Peter says: 
“For the promise is unto you, and to your chil­
dren, and to all that are afar off, even as many as 
the Lord our God shall call.”

What if a Christian refuses to accept this prom­
ise of the Father which is the promise of the 
Father? Hebrew 4 emphasizes this danger. It 
begins with these words: “ Let us therefore fear, 
lest, a promise being left us of entering into his 
rest, any of you should seem to come short of it.” 
But don’t stop with this verse; read on at least 
through verse 11, and, if you are not in too big 
a hurry and are interested in your own future 
welfare as a Christian, read the remainder of the 
chapter. W e’d better not let any promise God 
has given us be rejected or neglected. This is 
especially true of the promise of the Father, the 
baptism with the Holy Ghost. Every child of the 
Father should avail himself, above everything 
else, of this promise.

■ HOME MISSIONS and EVANGELISM ■
NEW CHURCHES

On  N o v e m b e r  3 ,  District Superin­
tendent C. E. Shumake organized 

a new  church at Bonifay, Florida. 
Rev. Mrs. Lucille Parker has been  ap­
pointed pastor and property has been 
purchased for  the new  w ork. This is 
the ninth new  church  for  the Alabam a 
District this quadrennium .

District Superintendent R ay Hance 
recently organized the Park C ity 
Church in W ichita, Kansas. Lots have 
been  purchased for  a new  building, 
w hile the congregation is tem porarily 
worshiping in  a school building. This 
is the tenth new  church  for  the Kansas 
District since the General Assem bly.

Tw o new  churches have been organ­
ized on the Virginia District b y  D is­
trict Superintendent V . W. Littrell. 
W ith the Tim berville church  reported 
in the N ovem ber 1 6  issue o f the H e r ­

a l d  o f  H o l i n e s s , three churches w ere 
organized in  the first six  w eeks o f  the 
new  assembly year.

The new  churches are at Lynchburg 
w ith  Rev. J. C. Payne as pastor, and 
Etlan w ith  Rev. C. S. Fender ap­
pointed pastor. The Virginia District 
has been endeavoring to establish w ork

in Lynchburg, at city o f approxim ately 
50,000 population, fo r  a num ber o f  
years, and now  has been  successful. 
W e trust that the new  church w ill have 
a splendid grow th in this strategic city. 
There are nine new  churches on  the 
Virginia District this quadrennium .

On O ctober 23, District Superin­
tendent W . E. A lbea  organized a 
church at Defiance, Ohio. The first 
unit o f  the church  building has been 
erected, and in  a revival campaign 
about twenty seekers prayed through 
at the altar. Rev. V irg il A pplegate has 
been  appointed pastor and the young 
church  has excellent prospects for  the 
future. There are fourteen  n e w  
churches on  the W estern Ohio District 
this quadrennium .

Home Missions in Alaska
Our A laskan Nazarenes believe in 

hom e missions. S ix years ago w e had 
on ly  tw o churches in Alaska. N ow  w e 
have seven organized churches and 
tw o hom e-m ission  projects under w ay. 
Three o f these churches have been 
organized in the past tw o years: 
Ketchikan, Juneau, and the Totem  
Park Church in  Fairbanks. The Totem  
Park Church was sponsored and f i ­
nanced by  ou r Fairbanks First Church,

w hich  becam e the first “mother 
church”  in Alaska.

Rev. and Mrs. Truem an Shelton are 
in Sitka hew ing out a new  church. 
W e are purchasing a parsonage there, 
in  w hich  services are n ow  being held. 
W e w ill need  a church  building as 
the congregation begins to grow.

O ur A nchorage church  w ill soon 
jo in  Fairbanks as a m other church in 
the first new  church  developm ent that 
is sponsored w holly  b y  the Alaska Dis­
trict, w ith, o f  course, a large share of 
the support com ing from  the Anchor­
age church. It has itself been  in a 
building program  alm ost the entire 
tim e since its beginning in  1950.

The w onderfu l spirit o f  ou r Alaskan 
Nazarenes is illustrated in a recent 
setback at the Hom esite Park property 
at A nchorage. The A nchorage church 
has been  conducting a branch Sunday 
school in  this area and now  is in the 
process o f  erecting a chapel to house 
the grow ing group. The concrete 
b lock  walls had just been  erected and 
the rafters put up w hen a heavy wind­
storm  sw ept through Anchorage, up­
rooting trees and causing considerable 
damage. The walls o f  the new  build­
ing w ere b low n dow n and about a
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thousand dollars’ dam age suffered. 
However, the m en w ent to w ork  im ­
mediately, and w ithin tw en ty -fou r 
hours had the walls up again.

Recently w e received som e statistics 
of various denom inations in  Alaska 
and we w ere made to re jo ice  at the 
blessing o f  G od upon our w ork  and 
the spirit o f our A laskan Nazarenes. 
They are not on ly hom e-m issionary - 
minded, but also foreign  missionary in 
spirit, and all o f the churches have 
been 10 per cent churches from  the 
beginning. O f our 7 churches, 3 are

w holly  self-supporting, and our total 
m em bership is 306, a gain of 52 for the 
past assembly year. These churches 
raised for  their local operating e x ­
penses $83,548.00 last year, including 
$43,345.00 for  buildings, improvem ents, 
and p r o p e r t y  indebtedness. The 
churches gave to the district and to 
the general church  $13,457.00. The ap­
propriation in our general hom e- 
missions budget for  assisting the 
churches that are not fu lly  self- 
supporting was $15,000.00 for  the year.

B y w ay o f com parison, another d e­
nom ination has 16 churches in Alaska

with 2,254 members, of which churches 
only 2 are self-supporting. These 
churches gave $65,000.00 for their cur­
rent expenses and $41,500.00 for build­
ing costs, but only $4,415.00 for 
benevolences. At the same time, the 
denomination assisted these churches 
with a budget of $45,000.00 for oper­
ating expenses and $155,000.00 for 
buildings.

A nother d e n o m i n a t i o n  with 31 
churches and over 4,000 mem bers in 
Alaska has on ly 4 that are self- 
supporting and is putting m ore than 
$150,000.00 into these churches.

“ True! True!” shouted the B arba­
dians.

Barbados lost thirteen churches that 
must be partially or totally rebuilt. In 
a n ev er-to -be -forg otten  service in 
Bridgetow n after sufficient warning, 
“ W e don’t do it that w ay dow n here,” 
w e tried a totally new  thing for B ar­
bados, a cash-and-p ledge offering to

be paid before D ecem ber 31. In a very 
few  minutes these lovely  Nazarenes, 
m any o f them stripped of their homes 
and churches, gave w ith overflow ing 
jo y  over $1,000.00. This am ount was 
raised to $1,250.00 before I left the 
island.

British Guiana, prodded and inspired 
by  the Barbadian Nazarenes, took 
some long steps forw ard. The little 
Friendship church, ready to build with 
$2,000.00 Alabaster funds, gave quickly 
$160.00 to help on their building. There 
is no Nazarene congregation here. 
W ismar and Herstelling, both having 
church  debts, pledged $100.00 each on 
their debts. Victoria, wishing to en­
large her building, gave $125.00. A t the 
quarterly m eeting at Queenstown 
church the people raised about $850.00 
to help with opening N ew  Amsterdam, 
the new  place where Rev. and Mrs. 
B row ning are stationed. A ll this was a 
brand-new  experience for  British 
Guiana. N ever before had they given 
or pledged large sums. This last o ffer­
ing, too, was not for the local setup 
but for a district project in a far com er 
of the field.

N ow  we had tw o sharp implements 
w ith w hich  to begin w ork  in Trinidad. 
Barbados had helped themselves. 
British Guiana had given largely to a 
district project. Trinidad shook h er­
self. A t Cumuto, the little Alabaster 
church  had no pulpit furniture. They 
raised $150.00 to buy some. Couva 
raised $125.00 to paint her church. 
Then at Point Fortin, w here the 
H ow ard Sayeses are beginning to build 
a $5,000.00 Alabaster church, we 
helped them raise $1,000.00. The Work 
here is new. There are scarcely any 
Nazarene members, but friends and 
unsaved people gave and loved it. We 
had a jolly , happy time.

Yesterday at Port o f Spain, the 
Nazarenes and their friends did what 
they could not do. N ot for self, not
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even for Trinidad, but for the C ouren- 
tyne in British Guiana they raised 
over $3,000.00 to build a chapel that is 
to be called Trinidad in this m ost 
needy and hungry field. There w ere 
tw elve $100.00 pledges in the first few

minutes, and after the service was all 
over they kept com ing to the front to 
bring m ore m oney or m ake pledges. 
This was a w onderful v ictory for 
Trinidad.

Barbados by  her good exam ple fired

British Guiana and Trinidad. The^ 
Trinidad turned around to lift up her 
sister, British Guiana. A n d  it was all 
because o f Janet. Janet w as a won­
derful lady.

THE SUN D A Y-SCH O O L LESSON

Topic for December 25: Songs of the Saviour’s Birth 

Scripture: L uke 1:5-80; 2:29-32 (P rin ted : L uke 1:32-33, 46-50; 2:29-32)

G o l d e n  T e x t : G lory to G od in the
highest, and on earth peace, good
will toward m en  (Luke 2 :14).

The most significant, w orld -shaking 
event, G od ’s entrance into the world, 
didn’t even rate the headlines. N o one 
approached with official w elcom e; in 
fact, it took place in  such an unpre­
tentious manner that even those in the 
village inn w ere not aware o f the 
event. That evening they, no doubt, 
sang the “ song hit” o f their day; yet 
here was a song in the making that 
was to be the “ hit”  o f all time. We, in 
our human folly, spend so m uch time 
and expense on the outside wrappings 
that one almost hesitates to open the 
gift itself, fearing the created antici­
pation w ill excel the realization. In 
that crude, little manger slept the 
Christ child, the Saviour o f the world, 
w ho was to put a new  song in the souls 
o f men. Here w ere sufficient grace and 
pow er to restore every broken, d e­
feated, sinful human being into the 
likeness o f the divine image.

One of the most prized and cherished 
gifts that w e occasionally receive at 
this festal season is the photograph of 
one of ou r loved ones. This jo y  b e ­
comes m ore enhanced w hen the loved 
one has been separated from  us by 
space and time. One day Philip, a

close friend o f Jesus, asked o f Him 
what G od really looked  like— a ques­
tion man has asked through the ages. 
Simply, Jesus replied, “ He that hath 
seen m e hath seen the Father.” The 
Incarnation is G od giving to all m an­
kind His eternal photograph. G od  is 
like Jesus. Everything w e discover 
about Jesus as w e walk w ith Him 
through the N ew  Testament, w e may 
be confident we w ill find in God. This 
is a picture not recorded w ith  oils or 
the artist’s brush, but rather the W ord 
becom ing flesh and dw elling in our 
midst. W hat a gift! Through the H oly 
Spirit w e have the honor o f becom ing 
temples of our God, so that in turn our 
lives w ill reflect His likeness.

Our giving and receiving are neces­
sarily restricted to a small circle of 
friends and relatives. N ot so with 
G od ’s gift o f salvation; it is offered 
freely  to all. In this day w hen the 
spirit forces o f  passionate evil have 
been unleashed upon the earth, tearing 
the w orld  apart and leaving souls 
strewn along every path o f hum an 
failure, there can com e no gift m ore 
tim ely and valuable than G od ’s o ffer 
of redem ption through Christ. The 
receiving is not lim ited to you r re­
spectability or any blood  relationship, 
but rather to His intervention in your 
behalf. Behind every fancied need

there lies this deeper necessity which 
w e know  w e have. This deeper need is 
to know  Christ in His saving love and 
cleansing presence. A t this Christmas 
time G od is reaching forth  w ith hands 
scarred from  Calvary, offering to you 
and all in this w orld  the gift o f sins 
forgiven, and pow er to strengthen us, 
that w e need sin no more.

Thou, O Christ, art all I want;
M ore than all in T hee I find. 

“ Thanks be unto G od for  his unspeak­
able gift” (II Cor. 9 :15 ).

I w ish to express m y profound grati­
tude to ou r editor, Dr. Stephen S.

THE QUESTIOl B O M

Q. Just what is m eant by “ store­
house”  in Mai. 3:10?

A . Here is the w hole verse to w hich 
you  refer: “ Bring ye all the tithes into 
the storehouse, that there m ay be 
meat in m ine house, and prove me 
now  herewith, saith the Lord o f  hosts, 
if I w ill not open you  the w indow s of 
heaven, and pour you  out a blessing, 
that there shall not be room  enough to 
receive it.”  “ Storehouse”  in this in -

stance undoubtedly refers, as one 
authority says, to the treasury o f  the 
Temple. That being the case, I see no 
reason w hy it should not mean today 
the treasury of the local church  to 
w hich the individual belongs. B y jo in ­
ing that institution he has com m itted 
himself to forw arding the kingdom  of

G od  through it. Certainly, the least 
that he should do from  the financial 
standpoint is to give to it one-tenth of 
his income.

Q. In A m os  5:23 w e have these 
w ords: “ Take thou aw ay from  me the 
noise o f thy songs; fo r  I will not hear 
the m elody of th y  viols” ; and then in 
A m os  6:5, th e follow ing: (W oe to 
th em ) “ that chant to  the sound of the
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viol, and invent to th em selves instru­
ments of m usick, like David.”  W here, 
since then, has G od given  us the right 
to use instruments in our church ser ­
vices, or w orship? Besides, in Eph. 
5:19; Col. 3:16; and I Cor. 14:15, 26, no 
instrumental m usic  is m entioned. No 
provision is made in these verses for  
any music ex cep t that which was 
placed within our reach  at birth, our 
voice. Further, w e are told  in A cts  
17:24-25 that G od dw elleth  in tem ples  
not made with hands and is not to  be 
worshiped w ith m en ’s hands. A ren ’ t 
we in danger of bringing dow n on  
ourselves the judgm ents talked about 
in Rev. 22:18-19 w hen w e use instru­
ments in the serv ices of the church?

A. The w riter o f these questions is, 
no doubt, sincere. H ow ever, she has 
been confused by  som e people w ho 
ought to know  better. If one will read 
the passages from  Am os in the light 
of their context, he w ill qu ick ly  see 
that God is talking about insincere, 
hypocritical w orship, and not about 
the modes o f worship. He is not fo r ­
bidding worship w ith instruments; he 
is forbidding insincere worship with 
instruments. In the same w ay in the 
same chapters He rules out sacrifices, 
songs, feast days, and solem n assem­
blies, not because they are w rong in 
themselves, but rather because they 
are m ockery w hen they com e from  
hearts w hich  are not sincere and are 
given over to sin.

As to the three passages w hich  you  
mention in the N ew  Testament, there 
are three different G reek w ords w hich 
appear in them that are very  closely 
related to each other. O f them, Thayer, 
in his fam ous G reek-E nglish  lexicon, 
says that w hile the leading idea o f one 
of them is a m usical accom panim ent 
(this is not brought out in the trans­
lation), that o f another is praise to 
God, and that o f the third “ is the 
general w ord  for a song, w hether ac­
companied or unaccom panied, w hether 
of praise or on  any other subject.” 
Thus, w hen you  get back to the G reek 
in which the w ords w ere originally 
written, it is found that a definite place 
was made for the use o f instuments in 
worship in N ew  Testament times.

Finally, the passage w hich  you  refer 
to in Acts 17 has nothing to do w ith 
the using o r  not using o f instruments 
in worshiping God. A n d  since the New 
Testament does provide for the use of 
instruments in the worship o f  God, 
the judgments m entioned in R evela ­
tion could not in any w ay apply to 
those w ho m ake room  for instruments 
in Christian w orship services.

Q. W ho is M ichael “ the great prin ce” 
referred to in Dan. 12:1?

A. A n archangel (Jude 9 ). He was 
“one of the chief angelic princes w ho 
helped the man clothed in linen against

the spiritual being, called the prince of 
the kingdom  o f Persia (Dan. 10:13); he 
also contended for  Israel (Dan. 10:21; 
12 :1), and later with his angels warred 
v ictoriously against the enemies o f the 
people o f G od.”

Q. I w ould like to have you r opinion  
of Dan. 12:1-2. It seem s to be the first 
judgm ent, and y e t  I’v e  been  taught 
that only the saints w ould be raised 
at the first resurrection .

A . The first verse does seem to

“Quickie” Conversions
The Right Reverend M ichael C ole­

man, A nglican Bishop o f Qu Appelle, 
Saskatchewan, Canada, w hile preach­
ing recently in a W ashington, D.C., 
church, said: “ There is never one m o­
m ent w hen w e can say . . .  ‘I have been 
converted.’ Conversion is a constant 
thing . . . we live spiritually w hen we 
turn constantly w ith our w ills toward 
G od.” (W ashington R eligious R eport) 
This sounds like either a w hirling sort 
of experience or, at best, a b ack -an d - 
forth sort o f thing. Perhaps most 
Christians cou ld  agree that the w ord 
conversion has com e to represent a 
process. This process begins in re ­
pentance, includes the born -again  e x ­
perience and establishment in Christian 
habits. The born -again  experience, 
being the w ork  o f the H oly Spirit, is 
w ithout doubt a “ quickie.” It begins 
in one instant and ends the same 
instant. None o f  us is so high and 
mighty as to be able to read G od and 
the supernatural out of Christian e x ­
perience. The essence of Christian 
experience is G od w orking w ithin us 
to m ake and to keep us new creatures 
in Christ Jesus.

Grog Peddlers
The liquor interests are said to be 

losing out in the race for consum ers’ 
dollars. From  1946 to 1955 their intake 
decreased from  3.2 per cent to 1.6 
(Christian L ife ).  Sw eden has banned 
liquor advertisements for  a six-m onth  
period on the assumption that drunk­
enness is detrimental to both the 
morals and the econom y o f the nation. 
In France a study revealed that the 
average grade student drinks tw o pints 
o f w ine a day w hile the same student 
consumes only one pint of milk. There 
seems to be a grow ing sentiment in 
France that strong drink is largely 
responsible for  the weakness o f the 
nation. Strong drink is a curse to any 
nation that indulges in it.

believe w ill be preceded b y  the first 
resurrection, or the resurrection o f the 
saints. Then the second verse tells of 
a resurrection o f  both saints and sin­
ners. This follow s the tribulation. This 
is explained by  some as follow s: They 
hold that there w ill be those w ho will 
accept Christ during the tribulation. 
Thus the double resurrection w ould 
include som e of these w ho w ere saved 
during the tribulation that had died as 
well as all o f the unsaved dead.

“Sar Shallum”
This is the name for a camp for 

Jewish teen-agers w ho are Christians. 
It is located on a lake in a Connecticut 
countryside. One group from  New 
York, Brooklyn, and Coney Island 
w ere riding along to the camp in an 
air-conditioned car w hich they had 
reserved, w hen the air-conditioning in 
the car in front of them broke down. 
The day was hot. Som e passengers for 
the disabled car sought com fort from  
the heat in the car w ith the young 
people. These young people w elcom ed 
them but w ent on with their chatting, 
laughing, and singing o f gospel songs. 
One of the passengers, a fugitive from  
the heat, was disturbed and said to the 
counselor, “ Shall I speak to you  or the 
conductor to have this noise stopped?” 
The “ noise” continued and the passen­
ger adjusted. To some, Christian sing­
ing, praise, and testimony are but 
noise. To the truly born-again  Chris­
tians they are the very  breath of 
spiritual life. “Blessed is the people 
that know  the joy fu l sound: they shall 
walk, O Lord, in the light o f  thy coun ­
tenance” (Ps. 89:15). Let song and 
praise and testimony roll on!

tween Ohio State and M ichigan U ni­
versity was characterized in an A P  
report as “ w ild contest”  and ’’barroom  
braw l.”

The Nativity 

Of Jesus, the Messiah

Th e  f o l l o w i n g  is  a  c u t t i n g  from  
The L ife and Times of Jesus the 

Messiah, by Rev. A lfred  Edersheim.
“ To Bethlehem as the birthplace of 

Messiah the Old Testament predictions 
unhesitatingly pointed (M icah 5 :2 ). 
Y et nothing could be imagined m ore d i­
rectly contrary to the Jewish thoughts 
and feelings of that day. A  counting 
of the people, or  Census; and that 
Census taken at the bidding of a 
heathen Emperor, and executed by 
one so universally hated as Herod, 
w ould  represent the highest point of 
all that was most repugnant to Jewish 
feeling.

“ In consequence of ‘the decree of 
Caesar Augustus,’ H erod directed a 
general registration to be made after 
the Jewish, rather than Roman, m an­
ner. A ccording to the Rom an law, all 
country-people w ere to be registered 
in their ‘ow n city ’— meaning thereby 
the town to w hich the village or place, 
w here they w ere born, was attached. 
A ccording to the Jewish m ode of 
registration, the people w ould have 
been enrolled according to tribes, 
families or clans and the house of 
their fathers. In the case of Joseph and 
Mary, whose descent from  David was 
known, it was natural that, in a ccord­
ance with Jewish law, they should go 
to Bethlehem.

“ The short w inter’s day was proba­
b ly  closing in, as the tw o traveling 
from  Nazareth, bringing with them the 
few  necessaries o f a poor Eastern 
household, neared their journey ’s end. 
The w ay had been long and w eary— 
at the very least, three days’ journey, 
whatever route had been taken from  
Galilee. A  sense of rest and peace 
must, almost unconsciously, have crept 
over the travellers w hen at last they 
reached the rich fields that surrounded 
the ancient ‘House of Bread,’ Bethle­
hem. W inter though it was, the green 
and silvery foliage of the olive might, 
even at that season, m ingle w ith the 
pale pink of the alm ond and with the 
darker colouring of the opening peach- 
buds.

“ The little tow n o f  Bethlehem  was 
crow ded with those w ho had com e 
from  all the outlying district to register 
their names. Even if strangers from  
fa r -o ff Galilee had been personally 
acquainted with any one in Bethlehem, 
w ho could have shown them hospi­
tality, they w ould  have found every

house fu lly  occupied. The very  inn 
was filled, and the only available space 
was where ordinarily the cattle w ere 
stabled.

“ As to all that passed in the seclu ­
sion of that ‘stable’— the circum stances 
o f ‘the Nativity,’ even  its exact time 
after the arrival o f M ary, the G ospel- 
narrative is silent. The V irgin-M other 
‘brought forth her first-born  Son, and 
wrapped H im in swaddling clothes, 
and laid Him in a m anger.’ Beyond 
this announcem ent of the bare facts, 
H oly Scripture draws a veil over that 
most sacred mystery. T w o im pressions 
only are left on the mind: that of 
utmost earthly hum ility, in the sur­
rounding circum stances; and that of 
inward fitness in the contrast sug­
gested by them.

“Jewish tradition not on ly  predicted 
that the Messiah was to be born in 
Bethlehem, but also that He was to be 
revealed from  ‘the tow er of the flock .’ 
This ‘tow er of the flock ’ was not the 
w atch -tow er for  the ordinary flocks 
w hich pastured on the barren sheep- 
ground beyond Bethlehem, but it lay 
close to the town, on the road to 
Jerusalem. The flocks, w hich  pastured 
there, w ere destined for T em ple-

sacrifices and, accordingly, the shep­
herds w ho watched over them were 
not ordinary shepherds.

“ It was then, on  that ‘w intry night’ 
w hile shepherds w atched the flocks 
destined for  sacrificial services, that 
the Messiah was first revealed. Of a 
sudden cam e the long-delayed , un- 
th ou ght-of announcem ent. H eaven and 
earth seem ed to mingle, as suddenly an 
A ngel stood before their dazzled eyes, 
while the outstream ing glory o f the 
Lord seem ed to enwrap them, as in a 
mantle o f light. Surprise, awe, fear 
w ere hushed into calm and expectancy 
as from  the A ngel they heard with 
great jo y  those good tidings w hich he 
brought: that the long-promised
Saviour, Messiah, Lord, was born in 
the City o f David, and that they them­
selves m ight go and see, and recognize 
Him by the hum bleness o f the circum­
stances surrounding His Nativity.

“ It w as as if attendant angels had 
on ly  w aited the signal, fo r  when the 
H erald -A ngel had spoken, a multitude 
o f heaven ’s host stood forth  to hymn 
the good  tidings he had brought. What 
they sang was but the reflex  o f  what 
had been  announced. It told in the 
language o f praise the character, the 
meaning, the result, o f w hat had taken 
place. H eaven took up the strain of 
‘g lory ’ ; earth echoed it as ‘peace’ ; it 
fell on the ears and hearts o f men as 
‘good pleasure’ : —

G lory to G od in the highest— 
A nd  upon earth peace—
A m on g m en  good  pleasure!

“ The hym n ceased; the light faded 
out of the sky; and the shepherds were 
alone. But the A ngelic message re­
m ained with them. The sign lighted 
their w ays up the terraced height to 
w here, at the entering of Bethlehem, 
the lamp swinging over the hostelry 
directed them to the strangers of the 
house of David. Though it seems as if, 
in the hour o f her utmost need, the 
V irg in -M other had not been minis­
tered to by  loving hands, yet what had 
happened in the stable must soon have 
becom e know n in the Kahn. Perhaps 
friendly w om en w ere still passing to 
and fro  on errands o f m ercy, when the 
shepherds reached the ‘stable.’ There 
they found, as they had been told.

“ W hat further passed w e know not 
save the shepherds told what had been 
spoken to them about this Child, to 
all around— in the stable, in the fields, 
probably in the Tem ple to which they 
brought their flocks, thereby prepar­
ing the minds of a Simeon, o f an Anna, 
and of all w ho looked for salvation in 
Israel,”

His messages, spon­
sored by  Mr. Harland H einm iller, o f 
D etroit, M ichigan, w ere expositions o f 
the Serm on on the Mount. R ich  w ith 
Biblical truth and alive w ith spiritual 
power, these lectures brought a d e­
sire to be w orthy “ sons o f  the K in g­
dom ”  in the hearts o f those w ho heard 
them, and brought also a deeper ap­
preciation for the English Bible.

Enrollm ent this fall has reached a 
total o f 191 students, and President 
Lew is T. Corlett and his staff are en­
couraged over the outlook fo r  an­
other great year of spiritual progress. 
The Sem inary is aware o f the strength 
received from  the prayers and sup­
port o f our great church, and is setting 
a course of service for  today and the 
future w hich  w e hope w ill repay the 
church  for the investm ent w hich  has 
been made in this w ork  w e are doing. 
W hile w e discipline the minds to 
study and achieve know ledge, we 
shall also seek to maintain the glow 
o f holiness in the hearts and lives 
of those am ong us here. In learning 
things that w ill help us present Christ 
to the w orld, w e w ould  not forget 
that w hile talking about H im  w e must 
also be like Him.

Kansas C ity Rescue M ission  
The annual m eeting of the Board 

of D irectors of the Kansas C ity Rescue 
Mission was held the last o f  October 
in the Rescue M ission auditorium. 
The fo llow ing officers w ere elected: 
Dr. John Stockton, president; Mr. M. 
A. “ B ud” Lunn, v ice-president; Mr. 
A rt Croy, secretary, and Mr. Vernon 
Lunn, treasurer. The board o f  direc­
tors, com posed o f fourteen fine Naza­
rene laym en, made extensive plans to 
do a greater and better w ork  next 
year in reaching lost m en in the 
slums of our city.

Rev. Bert Hotchkiss, superinten­
dent o f the Rescue Mission, gave a 
w onderful report o f the sixteen 
months he has been in charge o f the 
w ork. Space here limits us to giving 
on ly the statistics o f his report:

The m ission is open  every  night in 
the year, and the total attendance was 
26,153; three-fourths o f these were 
m en and w om en from  the street; 
2,918 people raised their hands for 
prayer, w hich  is one o f the first steps 
a sinner makes tow ard God. The 
superintendent counseled and prayed 
privately in the mission, in offices, 
business houses, in homes, and on the 
street, w ith  2,144 individuals. There 
w ere 2,468— not counted am ong those 
counseled w ith— w ho knelt at the 
altar in the mission seeking God.

337 jobs w ere secured for jobless 
m en and w om en, and 627 Gospels and 
Testaments w ere given  away.

1,999 beds w ere furnished free to 
hom eless m en and w om en.

3,453 pieces o f clothing w ere given 
to the destitute and needy.

To destitute, homeless, hungry, and 
often half-starved men, wom en, and 
children, the Rescue M ission served 
15,388 free meals.

If G od continues to place His seal 
on this w ork  as H e has in the past 
year, this, the on ly genuine “ Skid 
R ow ” Nazarene Rescue Mission in the 
w orld, w ill soon becom e one o f the 
great rescue missions o f the nation. 
Pray that G od w ill supply all our 
needs. Rescue m ission w ork  pays. I 
know — I was saved in  one.

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EMMANUEL: God with Us

C h r i s t m a s  our Western civiliza­
tion welcomes a strange parade of 

Oriental symbols depicting the birth of 
Jesus Christ. Twentieth-century men in 
streamlined automobiles look with in­
terest at wise men on camels; Mrs. 
America mails the final check to her 
obstetrician and then hurries to church 
to help put finishing touches on the 
manger scene. Junior and Little Sister 
alternate “Rudolph, the Red-nosed 
Reindeer” and “O Little Town of Beth­
lehem” on the new automatic record- 
changer.

Among the familiar, yet strange- 
sounding, words which appear at this 
season is that of our text: Emmanuel. 
Even the most unchurched of us will 
during the next few weeks be confronted 
with—

Oh, come to us,
Abide with us,
Our Lord Emmanuel.

How has this ancient Hebrew word 
survived and what does it mean? The 
answer is thrilling! For Emmanuel is 
the heart of the Christian faith. Webster 
will tell you (as did the prophet of old 
long before him) that the word means 
God with us. “ . . . and they shall call 
his name Emmanuel, which being in­
terpreted is, God with us” (Matt. 1: 23).

Christians have always proclaimed 
that God is near if man will only turn 
to Him. We may not always agree ex­
actly on the method of approaching Him,

but we are of one accord in believing 
that He is near.

This is the message of Emmanuel to 
modern man: that whether he be in 
church or behind the wheel of his 1955 
Merc-O-Matic, God wants to be with 
him. Does it not seem ironic that today’s 
man with his improved techniques for 
communication can lose his way as 
quickly as men of old whose science was 
limited to following a star? It is sad but 
true that the English translation of this 
Hebrew term is just as foreign to many 
a worldling as the ancient form.

That it need not be so is the message 
which the Church must give out today. 
Our theme should be: Emmanuel! God 
is with us! And He can be with you! 
For He was in the lowly manger and He 
is in the large hospital. He guided the 
men on camels and He rides with the 
man in the new car. He blessed little 
children in far-off lands and He loves 
every little boy and girl who stands with 
sparkling eyes before a Christmas tree.
